First Epvirion of King Edward the Sixth’s Book of Common 

Prayer. Several issues were published in 1549, and although there 
are two copies in the British Museum (both however imperfect, the 
one wanting the first 10 leaves, the other the first 18 and the last 2), 
the above is a very uncommon one. It may be distinguished from 
another issue brought out by Grafton, also with the date March on the 
title and June in the colophon, by the fact that the last words of the 
first page of Matins are “the drie land,” whereas in the other they are 
„hands prepared.” 

In any shape or sort the book is a very uncommon one; but when 
the copy is perfect, large, and healthy, like this one, it is indeed 
a rarity which many of the richest booklovers might covet in vain. 
The royal order printed on the last page regarding the price of the 
book commands that “No maner of persone shall sell this present 
Booke vnbounde, aboue the price of two shillynges and two pence. 
And bounde in Forell for iis. xd. and not aboue. And the same 
bounde in Shepes Lether for iiis iiiid and not aboue. And the same 
bounde in paste or in boordes, in Calues Lether, not above the price 
of iiiis, the pece.“

And moꝛeouer, wher 
ass Paule would haue ſuche language ſpoken to the people in the churche, 
as thet might vnderſtande, and haue pꝛokite by hearyng theſame:the leruice 
in this churche of Englandelthele Hohe petes bath been ted in Latin to the 
people, whiche ther vnderſtoode not, ſo that thet haue heard with their eares 
onely:and thetr hattes,ſpitite and mynd, haue not been edetied therby. Ind 
kurther moꝛe, not withſtandyng that the aticient fathers had deulded the pial 
mes into. vu. poꝛcions: wherot euerp one was called a nocturne: now of late 
tyme a fewe of them haue been daily laled( and oft repeated) and the reſt vt⸗ 
terlp omitted.

Foꝛ this*caule be cut of Anthemeg Relpondes, Inuita⸗ 
topics, and ſuche like thynges as did bꝛeake the continuall courſe ot the rea⸗ 
dyng of the Scripture.pet becauſe there is no remedy, but that of neceſſitie 
there muſt be ſome rules:therfoꝛe certain rules are here (et Furth, whiche as 
thet be kewe in nombze, ſo thet be plain and ealp to be vnderſtanded. Do that 
here you haue, an oꝛdꝛe Foz pꝛaiet( as touchyng the redyng of holy ſcripture) 
muche agreable to the mynd and purpole of the old kathers and a great dele 
moze pꝛotitable and commodious, then that whiche of late was bien. It is 
moꝛe profitable becaule here are left out many thynges, wherok ſome be vn⸗ 
true, ſome vncertain, lome vain and luperſticious: and is oꝛdeigned nothyng 
to be ted, but the very pute woꝛde of God, the holy ſcriptutes, oꝛ that whiche 
is euidently grounded vpon thelame: and that in luche a language and oꝛ⸗ 
dꝛe, às is moſte ealp and plain forthe vnderſtandyng, bothe of the readers 
and hearers. It is allo moze commodious, bothe foꝛ the ſhoꝛtnes therot and 
fo2 the plaines of the oꝛdꝛe, and koz that the rules be kewe and eaſy. furthers 
moze by this oꝛdze, the curates ſhall nede none other bokes fo2 their publike 
ſeruice, hut this boke and the Bible: by the meanes whereok the people dal 
not be at lo greate charge foꝛ bokes, as in tyme paſt.thei haue been.
